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LOCAL RULES

 1.     OUT OF BOUNDS

   A ball is out of bounds:

   a.   if it lies beyond the edges or fences bounding the course.
   b.   In or over the trench, or over the fence surrounding the practice putting green.
   c.   5th Hole  - in or over trench on right and over the white stakes beyond the trench upto the road
   d.   6th Hole – in or over the trench (White Stakes) or over the hedge on right
   e.   8th Hole - in or over ditch on left 
   f.    12th Hole - enclosure on left (white stakes) and 14th Fairway, within the ends of the enclosure.
   g.   13th Hole - practice ground(white stakes).
   h.   18th Hole - in or over trench and ditch on left up to white post and in or over trench between 18th and 12th Fairways up to last white post. 

 2.    5th and 6th Holes - A ball lying within 3 club lengths of the road may be lifted and dropped behind without a penalty, other than when ball is lying in a hazard.
 3.    Pond on right of 4th, right of 7th and moat behind 11th green are Water Hazards. (See rule 26.1)

 4.   All sheds, shelters seats and toilets are integral parts of the course.  Any relief must be obtained under penalty of 1 stroke (see rule 28).
 5.    Relief may be taken from staked trees and saplings, The ball may be dropped without penalty within 1 club length of the nearest point of relief no nearer the hole.
 6.   All protection fences are IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS.  The ball may be dropped without penalty within 1 club length of the nearest point of relief not nearer the hole. They DO NOT qualify for Line of Sight of relief.
 7.   Ditches on the 1st, left of the 5th, left of the 6th, immediately left of 8th tee, 9th beyond white post, to be regarded as LATERAL WATER HAZARDS.

 8.   All other ditches, other than those mentioned above, to be regarded as water hazards.

 9.  Stones may be removed from bunkers.

10.  See Notice Board for temporary Local Rules.

11.  A ball striking an overhead power cable (5th & 6th holes) may be replayed without penalty..
12  The old 14th Green and associated bunkers are deemed GUR
